Review of Focus Areas for 2017/18

At the beginning of each academic year we set out our focus areas and we felt it would be
of interest to update you on each of the areas and the progress made this year.

0 Holiday childcare—Pippins has provided holiday childcare for two days each week
during the Easter and Half Term holidays and will provide the same for four weeks of
the Summer Holidays.

0 Spelling—Our spelling bee and Bananagram competitions have encouraged the
children to enjoy spelling

0 Drawing, mapping and handwriting—We have been exploring different ways of
recording learning, by using diagrams and labelled drawings, particularly in our topic
work.

0 Maths—Rock Stars Times Tables is an online game for helping to learn times tables, it
has been particularly popular with the children.

0 Pupil voice—For the summer term we have been using an assembly slot to find out
how the children feel about a number of areas—trips, the topics we cover, collective
worship, playground games, clubs and the sports we offer and we’ll be feeding this
back into our everyday practice.
